Note following precautions to prevent ruptured batteries and battery acid leakage.

- Use 3 AAA batteries only and do not use rechargeable batteries.

- Do not use old and new batteries together and same type of batteries only.

- Make sure that all batteries if the remote control is not used for a long time.

- LCD would fades or blinks if the batteries reach the end of their life, Change the batteries immediately.
- Settings(time, power saving mode) will be lost when batteries are replaced.
